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Coast:Guards;Saved At 'Top Speed!

s autumn coming, the wind turned cool
A gradually. It seemed that something started
around the inspection office beside Zengwen Riv-
er. The fishermen were breeding oysters.

October'7 afternoon, when the unit chief
officer Jian-da Zu and PFC Zong-zhi Chen were
on duty of inspection, they heard screams from
the embankment about 100 meters ahead which
was not far from the security control section. They
went there and saw 2 3.5-ton trucks were falling
down the embankment. It was more frightening
that someone behind these trucks and saw the
whole accident. The alarm bell in the office rang
and all people preparing for duty assembled and
rush there to help. The paramedic Ming-hong Tsai
hurried to the scene and practiced first aid at that
time. The relatives and friends of the sufferers kept
calling their names and praying. The ambulance
came in 5 minutes. The doctors and nurses felt
pluses and heartbeats quickly and then did the
CPR. We helped move the injured in the ambu-
lance in order to save the patients life speedy. Po-
lice officer Wu from Tucheng police station arrived
at 4:12 p.m. and conducted the follow-up on the
scene.

Unfortunately the injured were dead in the
hospital. No one wanted this tragedy. The section
was busy in reporting the corp. The chief of the
section discussed issues related to the accident
with the families of the injured, and the unit chief
officer Jian-da Zu and seamen Zong-zhi Chen
helped at the same time. Corp. Officers arrived
after dinner and had a meeting. The police took
down in writing till the midnight after 12:00.

Accidents always lurk everywhere and dan-
ger people when they are incautious. The best
prevention makes you safer. Of course the basic
knowledge of emergency rescue is necessary for
reducing the numbers of tragedy.
